Mayors of central government-administered cities, county magistrates, city mayors, personnel handling government affairs and personnel with access to sensitive national security information shall visit China only after their applications are approved at a meeting called by the Ministry of the Interior and attended by the National Security Bureau, Ministry of Justice, and Mainland Affairs Council (telephone: 02-23889393-2687; fax: 02-23897154 or 02-23756421). 

3. Public servants with a rank of 11 or above who have no access to sensitive national security information shall visit China only after the agency to which they belong or the agency authorized to review their application has reviewed the application and submitted the application to the Ministry of the Interior (telephone: 02-23889393-2687; fax: 02-23310594) along with its recommendations, and received permission from the Ministry.

Matters to Which Public Servants and Persons with Specific Identities Should Pay Attention When Visiting China 

1. Personal safety should be given top priority during the time that you are in China. Avoid visiting places or traveling alone. Avoid visiting places with which you are not familiar or places frequented by disreputable people. Avoid accepting undeserved gifts or entertainment, or visiting disreputable places. 

2. To protect your own health and safety and to avoid contracting communicable diseases, stay away from areas with outbreaks of major diseases. For relevant information, visit the Centers for Disease Control website at www.cdc.gov.tw. 

3. During your stay in China, you should adhere to the principle of reciprocity and uphold the principle when participating in cross-strait exchanges. Do not engage in official activities if you are permitted to visit China to attend to unofficial matters. 

4. Abide by the relevant ROC laws and regulations. Do not engage in activities that may threaten national security or national interests. Be vigilant when receiving requests from mainland Chinese people. Do not disclose national security information and general official information, or reveal or provide statutorily confidential documents, drawings, news, articles, or information. 

5. Do not engage in the following activities while in China: 

(1) Violating Article 5.1 or Article 33.1.1 of the"Regulations Governing the Relations between the People of the Taiwan and the People of Mainland China" and signing an agreement or undertaking any form of cooperation with the people, an institution, a group, or any other organization of Mainland China without permission. 

(2) Engaging in other activities that are prohibited by law or that require permission from the supervisory authority without receiving permission. 

6. Be vigilant if your host changes the planned travel arrangements for no apparent reason or you are treated in a way that is unusual or different from common practice. If you are coerced, threatened, enticed, or in any other way forced to commit an act that may cause you to violate a law or regulation, notify the agency to which you belong, or the one that authorized or supervises your visit. If necessary, you may request the Investigation Bureau's assistance. 

7. To enable various agencies to establish a sound internal management and assistance platform, within one (1) week after returning to Taiwan all persons having visited China shall submit a report for review to the agency to which they belong if they are currently civil servants, to the next higher agency if they are the head of an agency, to the agency that authorized their visit if they were authorized to visit China, to the National Immigration Agency if they are retired/former government employees or county magistrates/city mayors whose visits to China are monitored, or to the Executive Yuan if they are mayors of central government-administered cities, providing information on their activities in China.

Reminder: 

I. Place your passport in a safe place. 

(1) If you lose your passport while in China, ask the company that provided you with transportation to China to help you return to Taiwan. 

(2) If you lose your Taiwan Compatriot Entry Permit, report the loss of the permit to the Ministry of Public Security of the PRC (110) and obtain proof that you have reported the loss, then apply to the Bureau of Exit and Entry Administration of the Ministry for a temporary permit.
